In
addition to the major schools of Japanese Buddhism (Tendai, Shingon, Pure Land, Zen, Nichiren), interactions with Shinto and other traditions will also figure into our study. Readings will
draw from a rich variety of primary sources in addition to recent secondary scholarship.
